Organisation

Rally Drivers Club will organise the Donor Card Rally 2010, 7 - 9 August 2010.

Eligibility

4. The event is open to cars over 10 years old. All cars must hold a V5 Registration Document, display a
current Road Fund Licence disc, and have valid MOT and insurance cover.

6. There is no age limit for navigators.

7.  No competition licence is required, but all drivers must produce a valid driving licence at signing on.
